The overarching goal of the DOC  project is to 
build capacity for change and self-
determination by empowering a team of par-
ents to become leaders and resources within the 
Navajo Nation agencies. 

To attain this goal, the functional objectives of 
this project are: 

1) Establish an advisory council to guide the 
project 

2) Recruit families who will become the nu-
cleus of a Native American family-to-
family network 

3) Conduct a needs assessment within the Na-
vajo Nation. 

4) Use the Din4 for our children  team as Re-
source tool to map, collect and organize 
information so that it is usable by Navajo 
families 

5) Establish a family-to-family support sys-
tem that is truly reflective of the sovereign 
NN by linking to other teams throughout 
Arizona, New Mexico, Utah -and Title V 
agencies
